4. Secretary, who will, inter alia, keep the minutes of all meetings of the Delegates Council and of 

the Committee 
5. Assistant Secretary, who will, inter alia, assist and deputise for the Secretary 
6. Women’s Officer, who will, inter alia, promote the interests of women members of the Delegates 

Council 
7. Delegates to Disability Sector Delegates Council 
8. Such other Committee members as may be determined by the Branch from time to time.
